On the back side of the bumper, it is critical that all paint overspray be removed in the area where �

the patch will be placed.  This paint overspray has a weak bond to the bumper plastic and can lift 
off easily if not removed.

Before proceeding with the repair, grind a v-notch at the edge of the crack as in the diagram at right.
